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Start by entering text into ReadOn by
typing it in, copying it from an external
source or by using your scanner.

Use the Read Style settings (from the options menu)
to customize ReadOn for the various reading exercises. 
You may wish to refer to the “Three Steps to Easier 
Reading” included with ReadOn.  Experiment with the 
different voices, fonts and colours.

Prerequisite
Before a student can 
enter the Learning 
Vortex they must have 
letter and symbol 
recognition.

Use your digital camera to 
capture the results of your multi-
sensory activities. Alternatively 
you can use clipart or any other 
digital images you may have.  
Enter these images into ReadOn.

Move through the text word by 
word, or phrase at a time.  Use 
ReadOn to listen to individual 
words, phrases and paragraphs.

For words appearing frequently 
in the Word Bank, carry out 
multi-sensory activities using 
clay, plasticine, sand, string or 
anything that works. 

Review problem words using 
ReadOn’s Word Bank. Print the words 
or use them in another application.
